previous work  you have completed 
during your t ime at  school  or  col-
lege. You may wish to curate  th is 
work to focus on the par ts of  that 

you think represent your work best .   I f  you 
have not completed an ar ts-based course, 
do not let  th is worry you, as we wish to un-
derstand how work you have completed rep-
resents your ideas and cr i t ical  th inking.  You 
may include a wide variety of  media,  includ-
ing photos,  sketches and essays to represent 
th is in the best possible way.

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T
he port fo l io is not  the only piece of 
work we take into account when con-
sidering your appl icat ion:  i f  we invi te 
you to interview, we wi l l  ask you to 
speak through your work to te l l  us a 

l i t t le more about your ideas and the work you 
have completed. Interviews typical ly last  no 
more than 20 minutes,  and give you an oppor-
tuni ty to ask us any quest ions you might have 
about the course. 

• Your portfolio should include a minimum of 
seven pieces  of work.

• We are more than happy to review an existing 
portfolio  you have created as part of an Arts or 
Design course for your school or college.

• We are looking at how creative  your work is 
and how it might reflect your critical thinking 
skills. We wish to see a range of media used. 

• If you have not produced a portfolio before, 
refer to the list of possible outputs on page 6 
of this document. Your portfolio might include 
photos or creative writing pieces. 

• Think carefully about how to curate  and label 
your portfolio.

• We receive a high volume of portfolios f rom 
applicants each year, so you may wish to think 
how to make your work distinctive  and invdi-
vidual to you.

WHAT SHOULD MY PORTFOLIO LOOK LIKE?

T
here is no set  way to present your 
por t fo l io.  Appl icants may wish to at-
tend their  interv iew with a bound 
fol io of  work in chronological  order. 
Others may wish to create their  own 

por t fo l io and bind their  por t fo l io sheets to-
gether.  I t  is  ent i re ly up to you how to present 
th is but we advise against  spending excessive 
amounts of  money. A s imple 'bul ldog cl ip'  is 
more than suff ic ient  to keep your sheets to-
gether at  interview.  We are not able to re-
ceive very large pieces or models of  your work: 
p lease  take photos of  the orig inal  work i f  i t  is 
over-s ized. 
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
